Types of Mining – Expert Table

How to Jigsaw Information

1. Divide the class into ‘Home Groups’ of five for the five types of mining described in the Minerals Downunder Student Information Book.

2. Allocate each ‘Home Group’ member a different type of mining – open cut, strip, dredge, underground, in-situ leaching.

3. Members of each ‘Home Group’ then go to their ‘Expert Group’.

4. Each ‘Expert Group’ investigates the type of mining it has been allocated. 

5. Each member of the ‘Expert Groups’ completes the Expert Table below to take back to their ‘Home Group’.

6. Students then return to their ‘Home Groups’ to share their ‘Expert’ information using the jigsaw matrix.
